Thursday, 6th MARCH 2008: Picture Book Intensive – 

What are the hooks that make a picture book idea sell? Jude Evans, Associate Publisher at Little Tiger Press, discusses the qualities of a publishable picture book in a talk that will examine content, structure, style and marketability of the text. Producing many award winning titles including, I’m Not Going Out There! by Paul Bright and Ben Cort, Augustus and His Smile by Catherine Rayner, and The Lamb Who Came For Dinner by Steve Smallman and Joelle Dreidemy, Little Tiger Press is an independent publishing house specializing in picture and novelty books for 0-7 year olds.
Thursday, 24th APRIL 2008: Having a diverse career –
Join author, script writer, journalist and writing coach Ruth Louise Symes, to explore ways in which children’s writers can diversify their careers. Ruth teaches the Introduction to Children’s Fiction course at Middlesex University Summer School and has also tutored for the Arvon Foundation. She has worked with Channel 4 as the Writing Coach and Write a Children’s Short Story competition judge on the Richard and Judy show. Her first novel The Master of Secrets was nominated for the Carnegie and her latest picture book Harriet Dancing will be published by Chicken House in April 2008.
Thursday, 22nd MAY 2008: Master Class in Editing –
Back again this year, Pamela Johnson, writer, critic and curator, will offer an advance session on editing your manuscript. Move beyond 'word doctoring' -- simply moving words around on the page. Pamela will discuss micro- and macro-editing: how to edit the big picture and fine tune the details. Pamela has published two novels, Under Construction and Deep Blue Silence. Her third, Taking In Water, is forthcoming. Her short stories and poems are published in anthologies. Her critical work includes Ideas In the Making. She teaches fiction writing on the MA in Creative and Life Writing at Goldsmiths College, University of London. She is currently fine-tuning her fourth novel, Broken Threads.  
Thursday, 3rd JULY 2008: Evening with an Editor from Penguin –
Lindsey Heaven, Puffin Fiction Editor, will offer her insights into children's book publishing. She'll discuss what she looks for when selecting a new title as well as her view on upcoming trends. Lindsey's experience includes working with some well known series and authors, including David Gilman, Angelina Ballerina, Jacqueline Wilson, Magic Kitten, Linda Chapman, Mr Majeika, Michael Rosen, Brian Patten and Roger McGough.
Thursday, 18th SEPTEMBER 2008: - Essential qualities of commercial transatlantic fiction
Combining passion with experience, the book packaging, editorial and agency team at Brubaker and Ford Ltd offer insights into creating books that sell worldwide.
David Ford is a children’s publishing veteran (formerly Little, Brown Books for Young Readers Publisher, M.D. Walker Books UK, and founder of Candlewick Press). Brett Brubaker is a marketing specialist whose clients have included Bertelsmann Book Group, Time Warner Book Group and Condé Nast. Their children’s list ranges from young picture books, such as Dog Day by Sarah Hayes and Hannah Broadway, to young fiction, and teen titles including the Euro Girls series by Katherine Kingsley. Joining David and Brett will be their Senior Editor, the author, Dr. Roberta Butler. 
Thursday, 20th NOVEMBER 2008: Panel of New Voices in Children’s Literature –
Making the leap from slush pile to bookstore bookshelf can often seem like an insurmountable chasm. Three newly published writers share their experiences of having their first novels published. What have they learned? What do they wish they knew? What would they do differently? 
Chris Bradford’s Young Samurai series – an action-adventure martial arts trilogy for children aged 9+ – will be published in the UK in the summer by Puffin Books. The series has been sold in 10 countries worldwide. Prior to becoming a full-time author, Chris was a professional songwriter, music lecturer and wrote several non-fiction books on songwriting and the music business. 
Bridget Collins’ young adult novel, The Traitor Game, will be published in late summer/early autumn 2008. Bridget trained as an actor at the London Academy of Music and Dramatic Art after graduating from King’s College, Cambridge. She’s had two plays produced and is currently writing her second novel for Bloomsbury. 

Gemma Malley’s young adult dystopian novel, The Declaration, was published in 2007. A sequel is scheduled for publication in Autumn 2008. Gemma studied philosophy before working as a journalist then holding a senior position at Ofsted, the education and care watchdog.
